*Limited to first 10 students to register per session.   

*Each child and parent/guardian will sign a letter of 

agreement stating what is expected of the youth          

registered in the program.  During a 6-week session it 

includes, but not limited to, participating in a once-a-

week program of structured curriculum and/or activity

-based presentations of a subject pertinent  for their 

age.

MEMBERSHIP FOR A YEAR.
